The MRS Bulletin editorial office reserves the right to edit the abstract so that it meets our criteria.

Keywords: choose several relevant keywords for indexing purposes.

When composing your article, remember that MRS Bulletin is for technical nonspecialists. Your article should provide an overview based on existing literature and be tutorial in nature, placing topics in context. Particularly in the introduction and summary, try to relate your topic to the interests of a broad materials readership. Avoid using jargon, and clearly explain terms that would be unfamiliar to those outside your technical specialty. Do not include unpublished or unreviewed results in your article.

References should be cited in the text using superscripted numbers (for example1) and listed in the reference list at the end of the manuscript in the order in which they appear. Figures should be cited by figure number (e.g., Figure 1, Figure 2; Figure 1a, Figure 2b); tables should be cited by roman numerals (e.g., Table I, Table II). Displayed equations should be numbered in parentheses at the right margin, for example,

and if an equation is referred to in the text, it should be cited by number (e.g., Equation 1).
